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Ideal Proposal Form (to be used as a general guide)

State Type of Project:


(Energy-saving, resource conservation, educational, etc…)

Provide Abstract:

One or two line condensed description of project; include budget addressed i.e. $500, etc…) Note: this should be the last part written.

Introduction:
Several paragraphs outlining a specific problem or area that you have pinpointed and how you plan to address it. Why did you choose this project and what goals do you hope to achieve through your efforts? How will you decide when project has been successful and has met those goals, (i.e. % reduction in energy, etc...)

Proposal Details:

Outline the specifics of your project and steps you plan on taking to implement your proposal. Include labor, people, equipment, supplies, travel (if any), and dollars involved… 

Background Research and Supporting Data:

Include relevant publications, articles, and interviews with knowledgeable individuals, as well as technical data that support your proposal. Also cite similar or related projects (if any) and their successes (or failures) that lead you to believe that your approach and efforts will achieve success.

Concluding Summary:


Summarize the above in one or two paragraphs. 

Some Focus Questions

Was the case clearly and persuasively made that this is the best use of the funding being sought?
Was each proposal supported by relevant data, succinctly summarized and reported?
Was each proposal connected to wider eco-problems, showing an understanding of how the proposal could address not only the school community's needs but also those of the wider community, (i.e. if the proposal is for occupancy sensors, have the writers detailed where the school’s electricity currently comes from, what % of it is derived from, say,  coal-burning plants, etc…?).
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
